PRIVATE PILOT COURSE 
 
The Private Pilot Certificate is the first step in exploring the 
fascinating world of aviation. This rating allows flight when 
visibility is good. This is called VFR or Visual Flight Rules. 
 
Getting started will include ground school training with 
dual and solo flight times. The Guyana Aviation              
Requirement (GAR) has minimum requirements for this 
certificate: 
 

 40 hours of total flight time 

 20 hours with a flight instructor 

 10 hours of solo  

 Must be at least 16 ½ years of age 

 Must be able to read, write and               

comprehend English 

 Must pass an aviation physical exam 

 Must pass an GAR written and oral exam

Q: What is Airline Transport Pilot Certificate 
 (ATP)? 
A: The ATP is the highest grade of pilot certificate that

to act as the pilot-in-command (PIC) of a scheduled 
airliner. (Most airlines now require both the captain 
and first officer to hold ATP ratings).

 engine) Certificate with an Instrument Rating (IR) 

 and is proficient at instrument flight, training for

Q:  How much flight experience do I need? 
A: In order to take the ATP check-ride, you must

logged at least 1 500 hours of total fight time 
as a pilot and you must hold a commercial 
pilot certificate with an Instrument Rating (IR). 
The 1 500 hours of total flight time must in-
clude at least 500 hours of cross-country flight 
time. 

 

Q: Do I have to attend Ground School? 
A: As with any rating or certificate, no formal 

ground school is required. You will, however, 
be required to thoroughly review textbooks 
and other prep materials that your Instructor 
will assign to you. The ATP oral exam is consid-
erably more detailed than the Commercial 
Pilot oral exam. 

 

Q: What does the exam for the ATP certificate 
involve?

need to take a written text. Your oral exam 
will last about 3 ς 4 hours. You will need to 
cover topics listed on the GARS Practical Test 
Standards. Your flight test will take about 2 
hours and will cover the manoeuvres and pro-
cedures listed in the PTS.
